I urge your active support and approval of the resolution to place the amendment to the California Constitution proposed by Senator Tom McClintock intended to “restore the original meaning of the property rights protections of the Bill of Rights”  on the November ballot.  

This amendment is contained in SCA 15.  Your name is not on the list of coauthors.  I urge you to add your name as a supporter of SCA 15 and to work to have it approved by your colleagues in both houses of the state legislature.

The US Supreme Court Kelo vs. City of New London decision does not override a state’s constitution.  Therefore, as an elected official of the state, you can help to pass legislation to enable citizens to vote on an amendment that assures Californians that their homes and businesses will not be taken by eminent domain unless absolutely necessary and only for public purposes as originally envisioned by the US Constitution.

Other states of the Union provide their property owners with such protections.  California must also provide such protection and restriction from indiscriminate use of the awesome power eminent domain.
